Coaches Information, Facility Guidelines, Tournament Rules 
All Tournaments – U8 & Up
Beyond The Baseline Field House – Fall 2011 thru Winter 2012
Game rules:
· 22 minute halves separated by 5 minute halftime period.  There are no time outs in 5v5 soccer
· Games tied after regulation play shall end in a tie except in an elimination game.

· Games will be scored according to the following: 3 points for a win; 1 point for a tie; 0 points for a loss

· Ties in standings between two teams will be broken by; 1) head to head 2) goal difference 3) total goals conceded 4) total goals scored 5) shootout

· Elimination overtime shall consist of a 5 minute overtime with a coin toss to decide kick-off direction.  If the score has remained tied after OT, the winner shall be decided by shootout.  A coin flip will decied which team starts the penalty kick round.  The five players remaining on the field at the end of overtime will alternate with each penalty kick, with the higher scoring team winning after the first round.  If the score remains tied after the first round of penalty kicks the same field players will rotate in a sudden death penalty kick format until one team scores unanswered.
· There is no offside in 5v5. No slide tackling allowed.  Proper shoulder challenges are allowed.

· In all dead ball situations, defending players must stand at least five yards away from the ball.  If the defensive player’s goal area is closer than five yards, the ball shall be placed five yards from the goal area in line with the place of the penalty.

· The ball shall be kicked into play from the touchline instead of the throw in.  

· Penalties shall be taken from the marked spot 8 yards from the center of the goal.

· Goal kicks may be taken from any point inside the arch.

· All normal FIFA laws of the game apply to goalkeeper  handling of the ball

· Referees have the right to eject a player from the game for continual disobedience or as a result of an incident that warrants sending the player off.  The team may then continue with the remaining players on their team.  If the ejected player was on the field, he may be replaced by an eligible rostered player on the team.  The tournament director will decide the number of games in the suspension.
· In 5v5 there is only one area in front of the goal and it is a semi-circular arch extending on points equidistant from the touchlines from the center of the goal line.  The goal area shall be 6.5 yards in radius.  The goals will be 7’ high x 21’ wide.

· Any team forfeiting shall be subject to ejection from the tournament without refund.  A forfeit shall be recorded as a 3-0 win for the opposing team.  

· There will be no protests of any discretionary call by an official.

Tournament rules:
· Eight (8) is the maximum number of rostered players on a team and five (5) is the minimum number.  Play consists of 4 field players and a goalkeeper.  Teams must use a goalkeeper.  A minimum of 4 players are required to play/continue a match.

· The matches will be played on courts sized approximately 47-50’ wide x 100’ long.  Tennis shoes should be used for play.  

· All players must wear shin guards.  Ay player without shin guards will not be allowed to play.  Teams are responsible for providing game balls.  

· Game ball sizes U12 & down = size 4; and U13 & up = size 5.

· Teams must check in prior to first game at the tournament desk for any rules or game time changes.

· Teams must be ready to play 30 minutes before each scheduled game.
· Check tournament schedule throughout event for any unforeseen changes.
· The general format will be pool play followed by elimination play.  All teams will move on to elimination play.  This shall be subject to the number of teams in a particular age division.  The format shall be modified as appropriate to foster the best competition.
· The tournament director is the ultimate and final authority on any and all tournament related matters.  

· A team is not officially in the tournament until the entry fee is paid.
· Teams must submit a signed waiver and consent form prior to first game
· Each team is responsible for one clock operator/scorekeeper for each game.
· 3 free entry passes allowed for each staff, 2 for coaches and 1 for clock operator/score keeper. Daily sign-in required.
· A player can play on only one team per age group per program.  A player may play on two different aged teams within a program but cannot switch while two program games are being played at the same time.

·  Sportsmanship is a requirement.  Beyond The Baseline has a zero tolerance policy.  The officials have full authority to call technical fouls.  Coaches must remain off the playing floor during the game unless addressing their team during time-outs.  . Let’s teach our kids respect.  No player is allowed to talk negatively to an official during or between games.  Players, coaches, and spectators are expected to act in the nature of good sportsmanship at all times.  Abuse of the referees will not be tolerated.  Any instance of such conduct will lead to ejection without refund for the offending team.  

· We want professionalism on all sides.  Referees are instructed not to talk negatively to a coach, fan or player.  

Facility rules:

· No gum allowed in gym

· Doors to gym will open 30 minutes prior to the first game of the day.
· Teams are not allowed in tumbling area.  
· No child should be left at the facility without proper supervision
· No outside food or drink is allowed in facility.  Rays Café and Lounge is a full concession area.
· No shooting on courts during time-outs.  No shooting on courts during half-time except teams playing.
Please have your kids clean debris/empty bottles from around bench/chairs after each of your games
